The earliest model, introduced in 1950, could print any value (in steps
of 4d) to 6%d. In 1953, machines were introduced to print any value (in
steps of #d) to 1/0%, and these, initially termed the "Simplex Major"
superseded the original model, then termed the "Simplex Junior". With
values lower than 7d, inpressions from the two models can be distinguished
only by the prefix letters. Simplex machines cannot normally print on
"Tapes" (as distinct from "Labgls"), but two machines were specially
nodified for this purpose. One (SL 1) introduced in 1955, printed values
from 1d (in 1d steps) to 2/1; the other_ (8L 2) was introduced in 1956 and
printed the usual range of values from 4d to 1/04. Two other machines were
similarly modified for use by the Post Oiflce and fitted with dies of special
designs for Parcel Post (see 1listing of No. PP.4 on page 39).
