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(9) Machines exclusively for use on parcel post, installed on post-
office counters. Impressions do not show key-letters or numbers: the
different mekes are readily recognisable by the designs of their im-
pressions (see listing on pages 39 - 40)

(i) T.I.M. DManufactured by Ticket-Issue Machines Ltd. Two experinental
machines introduced in 1947, followed by 100 "production" machines in
1948.  All withdrawn between 1958-60.  L.V., 12 values.

(ii) WESTINGHOUSE. Manufactured by Westinghouse-Garrard Ticket
Machines Ltd. One cxperimental machine, introduced in 1947 end withdrawn
in 1950. M.V.

(iii) SIMPLEX. .Manufactured by Universal Postal Frankers Ltd. Two
machines specially adapted from the comuercial Simplex machines as
described above. Introduced in 1950, withdrawn in 1955. L.V.

(iv) SETRIGHT. Manufactured by Setright Registers Ltd., a subsidiary
of the British Match Corporation Ltd. Two cxperimental machines intro-
duced in 1951 and withdrawn about 1960; '"producticn" model, 600 ordered
by the G.P.O., introduced in 1959. A1l withdrawn by decimalisation.
M.V., 2-bank, having one bank fitted with figures 1 to 19 for shillings
and the other from 1 to 11 for pence, cach with a bar for "nil".

(10) A substaniial number of machines, mostly manufactured by Westinghouse-
Garrard Ticket Machines Ltd., were used by the former railway companies and
British Railways, meinly for parcel stamps, but these are not regarded as
within the scope of this catalogue.

(11) Coin-operated Machines. Although only one such machine was ever put
into use, it is appropriate here to refer to the Wilkinson "Penny-in-the~
slot" machine, which is generally regarded as the forerunner of neter
franking machines in Great Britain although it did not comprise a meter

or register.

Invented by Mr F. Wilkinson, of Braintree, Essex, this franking machine
was accepted by the G.P.0. for public triael and installed outside the London
chief post office, its first day of use being 25th January 1912. However,
as it was capable of franking only the one penny value, and as all letters
posted in it had to be date-stamped by hand, it offered no advantages
either to the public or to the post office: it was roreover found liable to
get out of order. After considerable philatelic interest at first (as many
as 1,060 covers were posued on the first day), only a few items per day were
posted in it; it was therefore withdrawn on 31st August 1912, and nothing of
the kind has been used here subsequently.

As shown in the illustration (page 41), the frank was impressed towards
the centre of the cover, and the date stamp "LONDON E.C. - 172 - " was
applied so 2s not to overlap the frank. The frank was impressed in red, and
the date stamp at first in black and later, fron February onwards, in red.
(One first day cover is known postmarked with No "73" instead of No "172".
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
