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NUMBERING OF MACEINES

Two basic schemes have been used for numbering machines in Great Britain,
based either on the location when installed or ignoring this.

In the "NZ", "M" snd the original "N" series (not the series which used
"N" followed by a nunber and a suffix letter) the numbering was started from
1 independently in each town and each postal sub-district in London (i.e. the
districts with different letters and nurbers such as E.C.l., ®.C.2., E.l.,
ete.), though in other cities no attention is paid to the district nurbers.
Thus these nmumbers usually re,uire to be changed on transfer of the machine
to another town or district, though between 1939 and 1945 a nuwber of firums
were evacuated from the big cities to smaller towns and some relatively high
"' nurbers were allowed to continue where the y did not co-incide with the
numbers previously in use there. As in the case of other series, the numbers
were not changed with a change in the design of the die. When a Neopost user
had two or more machines in use simultaneously, originally all showed the
same number, though this practice was eventually discontinued.

All other series except the "fuml/HGB" are nuubered in the order in which
they are manufactured or supplied using if desired a continuation letter when
the nunbers recach a pre-determined figure. In most cases the numbers run
from 1 to 999 or 1000 and the continuation letters are placed between the key
letter and the mmber, e.g. U 999, UA 1, but they cen be placed after the
number, as N 999 A, N 1 B, etc. Sone scriecs omit certain letters. In the "P"
series a centinuation letter was introduced after P 100 and changed after

A 100, though the PC group was allowed to continue after PC 100. "B" was not
used as a continuation letter for this series to avoid confusion with the
original "PB" series.

In the "M", "NZ" and (original) "PB" series, a letter "A", "B", etc is
sonetinies found prefixed to the nuuber; this denotes a second or third machine
under the same licence. Likewise, in the "N" or "NZ" series, a letter "X"
prefixed to the number denotes a temporary or "relief" pachine, such numbering
is no longer used.

In the "HGB" scries the machines are numbered according to the area in
which they are located :

HGB 1lxxx Greater London, Surrey, Sussex, Kent, BEssex, Suffolk, Norfolk,

Cambridge, Huntingdon, Bedford, Buckingham, Oxford, Berkshire
and Hertfordshire.

HGB 2xxx Scotland.

HGB 3xxx Cheshire, Lancashire, Westmorland, Cumberland, Northumberland
and Durham.

HGB 4xxx Warwick, Worcester, Northampton, Rutlend, Leicester, Stafford,
Shropshire, Montgomery, Merioneth, Cacrnarvon, Anglesey, Flint
and Denbigh.
