HGB 6xxx Derby, Nottingham, Lincoln and Yorkshire.
IGB Txxx Hampshire, Dorset, Devon, Corawall and Isle of Wight.

HGE 8xxx Northern Ireland.
The 9000 series was reserved for Rire.

With the earlier 'fml" prefix the machines were numbered in similar
areas but after a while a few machines appeared which did not fit in, these
may have been as a result of machines moving from one area to another and
retaining their original numbers.

At the time of the introduction of design (H) on 12 Jun 1968, in
preparation for decimal currency, Pitney Bowes revised their numbering
systems. New prefixes were introduced in which the third letter identified
the model and the continuation letter wes added at the end :

PBS 001 4 to PBS 999 Y - "Simplex"
PEA 00l A to PBA 999 Y - "Automax"
PBT 001 A to PBT 999 Y - Series 5000
PRR 001 A to PER 999 Y - Model RT
PBC 001 A to PFBC 999 Y - Model CV

"on, “I" and “"Z" were not to be used

In the case of models which were being couverted from £sd to £p and
which were still being sold new the letters at the beginning of the alphabet
were used for new machines and the letters at the end of the alphabet, in
reverse order, for the converted machines., In the other series the numbers
were simply PBx 001 A upwards.
