[image: image1.jpg]The market for the buying and sclling of individual meter stamps is
limited. If the prices for "meters'" were estimated on the basis of scarcity
in relation to certain adhesive stamps, they would in many cases appear
fantastically high, but the prices given in the right-hand column of these
lists are the result of a consensus of (reat Dritain meter stamp collectors
in the M.S5.5.G. They are for gocd impressions on presentable entires; cut
strips of an adequate size (not less than 150 x 40 mm) should be reckoned as
of half the value of entires, though for much of the earlier material, entires
are in fact relatively even scarcer. Smaller pieces and dirty or otherwise
defective impressions are, as with any other philatelic material, virtually
worthless - but possibly rare items should never be destroyed !

In the case of F.V. and L.V, machines, the prices are for the commonest
denominations (before 1940 these are usually the %d aind lqd, more recently
the lad, 2d, 23d, 3d and 4d. ), other denominations (even the ld and pre-1940
2d) are worth substantlally more, and some of the odd denominations (such
as 3%d, 8d and those over 1/-) are scarce to rare. It is not feasible in
this booklet to give prices for each denomination. In the case of M.V.
machines, however, all denominations are to be considered alike, except
that denominations of 30/— and over are notably scarcer.

Jtems on "tape" are worth several times as much as on ordinary paper,
especially earlier than 1950.

It must be emphasised that the Meter Stamp Study Group is composed of
ametuer collectors, and as such does not offer to buy or sell mecter stamps
nor can the names of dealers be recommended.
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
